  8" (20 cm) cardboard circle • One piece of white paper, at least 8 ½  " (22 cm) square • Pencil
   Nine 8 ½  " (22 cm) squares of cardstock • String • Scissors • Hole punch • Tape • Glue

Punch a hole through 
the cardboard circle 
about ¾  " (1 cm) from 
the edge. Poke a string 
through and tie in a 
loop for hanging.

Trace the cardboard 
circle onto white paper. 
Cut out. Glue paper 
to cardboard, leaving 
string hanging out.

Make nine cones with remaining 
pieces of cardstock. Wrap two 
opposite corners over one 
another at an angle, to form a 
point at one end and an opening 
about 2 ½  " (6 cm) wide at the 
other. Secure with tape.

Lay cones evenly around 
the cardboard circle, 
points facing outward. 
Glue the backs of the 
open ends of the cones 
to the circle. Let dry 
thoroughly, then hang.
