Chester Kahn (1936–2019)

Effie Baker (1880–1968)

Mishkín-Qalam (1826–1912)

As a kid, Chester Kahn made charcoal drawings 
as he tended sheep in Arizona. When he grew 

up, he worked as a painter, illustrator, and 
silversmith. He loved to use art to share his Navajo  
culture. He painted a mural in New Mexico with 65 
Navajo people who used their skills to help others.

Growing up in Australia, Effie Baker played 
the piano, painted, drew, and took photos. As 

an adult, she spent six months in Iran shooting 
photos of Bahá’í sites. She often worked in secret, since Bahá’ís 
were persecuted. With courage and skill, she gave us 
priceless historical images.

Mishkín-Qalam was a gifted calligrapher 
who taught the Crown Prince of Persia. When 

he became a Bahá’í, he left that job to be near 
Bahá’u’lláh. He loved to transcribe Bahá’u’lláh’s words in 
marvelous calligraphy, often in the shape of birds. His  
work is treasured at the Bahá’í World Center and 
around the globe.
